Be sure to read the General Procedures section of these Guidelines. It contains important information pertaining to all board positions.
Voting Member of: General Board

Primary Duty: To keep a history of all activities of the State Council from Convention to Convention to be added to the permanent record of the State Council as instructed by the State President.
The State Historian’s History has changed in concept. At this time it has become a “personal” history of the State President’s year. It usually has a Biography of the President, Installation picture, IC Delegate picture, list of the State Board members, list of Awards and Recognitions given at Convention, any noteworthy events, etc. Be sure to view the prior histories.  
GUIDELINES
1. Consult with the State President re: any ideas she has for her history. Examples would be: copy of President’s theme and acceptance speech; list of officers and board members; copy of President’s farewell speech; copy of President’s welcome in the Convention booklet; list of Oregon award/recognition recipients from State and IC conventions. 
2. The State Archivist definitely needs a copy for the permanent file.  (Minutes are usually given to the State Archivist for a permanent record)

3. Prepare the President’s Biography of her year to be made available to the members for purchase at the following Leadership Meeting.

a. Request that the President provide you with personal information that she would like included.

b. Select photos to be included in the biography 
c. Prepare number of copies based on past practice. If more copies are needed, orders may be taken and sent later.

d. Determine cost per copy and assess that charge to the members purchasing a copy.
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
